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KIDS KORNER

The first snowfall of the season is thrilling. We rush outside to greet it, open-mouthed to catch flakes on our
tongues. We thrash in the powder to make angels. We build massive forts and create monsters out of snowbanks.
Snow transforms our gray world into something splendid and mysterious, and for that we are grateful, at least for
a time. Of course, a season of daily blizzards can bring on cabin fever. What to do? Get back out there and
celebrate the snow all over again. To inspire you, we've organized a snow appreciation day. Have fun. Toss snow in
the air, color it, and carve it into an ice dog. This is one day you'll remember long after the first thaw.

Learn how to create the attractions in your own yard or local park. Then hand out free passes to your friends and

watch your winter blues melt away.

BUILD A CITY MADE OF SNOW

A fresh layer of sticky snow offers kids even more
opportunities for building the playscapes of their
imaginations than a sandy stretch of beach. Unlike sand
sculptures, which are prone to collapse--and subject to
flash floods--packed snow holds its shape and can last for
weeks.

To help your child build his dream city, use a shovel to
build a mound of snow. Then, with mittened hands, he
can shape miniature skyscrapers, bridges and parks. If
the snow isn't damp enough to pack well, use a spray
bottle filled with water to moisten it.

Use the edge of a metal spatula to smooth walls, slope
roofs and square up corners. It's also a handy tool for
plowing the city's roads and walkways. Hollow out
windows, doorways and tunnels with a large serving
spoon.

For a glitzy effect, your child can use food coloring
mixed with water to spray-paint the completed city. He
can even populate his creation with a bunch of mini
snowmen and pets or line the streets with tiny snow
cars. Afterward, take a picture to send to relatives.

SNOW MOSAIC

SNOW TREAURE ISLAND HUNT

Hide a chest full of loot in the snow, then watch young castaways
track it down clue by clue.

WHAT YOU NEED:

Cooler

Treats

Magazines (optional)

Paper

Markers

Plastic bags

HOW TO PLAY:

1. Pack a cooler full of treats and then hide the "treasure chest."
2. Create a series of clues leading to the chest. Use either
pictures from magazines or create your own with markers and
paper

3. Place each clue in a plastic bag and hide it in the snow.

4. Begin the hunt by handing the players their first clue.
VARIATIONS:

For more sophisticated castaways, give them their clues in
riddles or use rebuses.

TIPS: Look around the yard for good clue hiding places and plot
them on paper. Then create the picture clues for each spot and
hide them in order (keep the master list just in case a clue gets
lost).

Create a snowy selfportrait that doubles as a tasty treat for animals that might stop by to admire and sample your work.

CRAFT MATERIALS:

Birdseed (such as sunflower seeds and cracked corn)
Fruits and vegetables (like apples, kale and carrots)
Food coloring

Pump bottles

Time needed: Under 1 Hour

1. Start by prepping your art materials; fill the pump bottles with different hues of food -color-tinted water and cut up various fruits

and vegetables. Then take the materials outside.

2. Next, start your masterpiece by lying back in the snow to make a body print. Gently rock your body to pack the print, then

carefully get up (you may need a friend's help).

3. Create a portrait by filling in the shape with the seeds and vegetable pieces and adding details with the colored water.
Tips: Younger kids may find it easier to work with fewer materials and to use cups or small pitchers (instead of their hands) to pour
lines of seed. Remember to have the artists sign their initials somewhere, too!
